“The toll can be 
even higher when people are not 
prepared.”

$2 billion in new DHS funding 

FY’03 State Homeland Security Grant Program – Part II (SHSGP II) 
As of May 30, states have filed for their share of $1.5 billion dollars in part two of this year’s State 
Homeland Security Grant Program, with $1.3 billion of the grant available to first responders.  
“Commercially Available Crisis Management Software” is listed under item 4, “Interoperable 
Communications Equipment;” in Appendix B.  States must subgrant at least 80% of their allocation; 
check your state for local deadlines.  More information is available through the DHS/ODP site. A 
breakdown of amounts by state is available here. 
 
Additional FY'03 urban security funding for cities 
Following the announcement in early April that seven cities would share almost $100 million in 
homeland security funding, DHS has recently announced that an additional $700 million in grants will 
be available as a follow up.  “Commercially Available Crisis Management Software” was included as a 
listed item in the April grant announcement; it is expected that it will also be approved for this new 
round of funding.  The cities that shared $100 million in grants in April will get additional funding. 
Cities (with dollar amounts in millions) include New York, $125; Washington, D.C., $42.4; Chicago, 
$30; Houston, $23.8; Los Angeles, $18.9; San Francisco, $18.6; and Seattle, $18.2.  Other cities that 
will share $500 million in grants are: Boston, Denver, Philadelphia, Miami, Detroit, Newark, San 
Diego, Phoenix, Baltimore, Dallas,  Buffalo, St. Louis, Kansas City, Cincinnati, Sacramento, Honolulu, 
Pittsburgh, Long Beach, New Orleans, Memphis, Cleveland, and Tampa.  Additional monies are also 
included for ports, rail protection and specialized projects. Read the DHS press release.  More 
information should be posted on the DHS/ODP grant page in coming weeks.
